5. Caulking around pool (between bricks and cement) has deteriorated and needs replacing. New regs require

depth markers to be special tile markers and therefore need to be installed. Quotes are currently being sought.
6. Pool surface to be resurfaced due to peeling and bubbling. Cost for resurfacing is covered under warranty.
Unknown at this time how long the resurface project may take. Could delay the pool opening.

7. Non-resident pool applications to be sent out in April.
