Attendees: CI Board Members ï Curtis Hopkins, Greg DeBruhl, Laura Russell & Susan Renckens. Pool Committee ï Dan Markham. Haw-
thorne Management - Barrie Cameron Residents: Corrie Smith & Neri Thompson. Aqua Tech ï Scott Strait. Guards ï Ellen & Jonathan. 
Minutes:  The minutes from the April Board Meeting were approved. 
Treasurerôs Report: $11,377 in HOA dues are past due. Key fobs will be deactivated after June 1st for residents with past due HOA fees. One 
new lien has been filed for non payment of HOA dues. 
Old Business:  Barrie has agreed to pick up and mail the paper copies of the Cedarfield Sun Newsletter each month for residents requesting a 
paper copy. 
Crime Watch Committee: Nothing to report 
Architectural Committee:  Discussed the special covenants for the Historic Oaklawn Section of Cedarfield ï specifically fence guidelines. 
Pool Committee:  Matching pool tiles were found and installed. The painting around the edge of pool should be complete before the pool 
opens on May 15th.  The pool will be open weekdays from 4 until 8 starting 5-17 through 6-10 (the last day of school). Scott Strait and 2 
guards from Aqua Tech were present - issues from last yearôs pool season were discussed. Procedures for calling in extra guards in the event 
CII closes were reviewed as well as the use of appropriate music stations. Barrie is making a check sheet to be reviewed with all new guards and 
any substitute guards specific to the Cedarfield I Pool. The pool fob system will be activated after June 1st; fobs will be deactivated for non 
payment of HOA dues. Private party rules were discussed - any party during pool hours with over 10 guests will require payment up front for 
an extra guard. After hours parties are allowed until 11 PM and guards must be hired at a cost of $20 per hour per guard.  All pool drains are 
now compliant with the Virginia Graeme Baker Act. The pool furniture will be cleaned by Aqua Tech prior to opening. Laura Russell pur-
chased 4 potted flowers for the pool (thanks Laura). Greg will hang the pool signs and replace any damaged signs. Umbrellas will  be evaluated 
and new ones will be ordered if necessary. 
Social Committee:  Corie Smith and Neri Thompson have agreed become the newest members of our social committee. They will be plan-
ning the games for the upcoming Memorial Day Party on May 31st ï the board really appreciates their willingness to help out. The board voted 
to hire a DJ for the Memorial Day Party and host the first ever CI Father's Day Weekend Fishing Derby, Saturday, June 19, 2010 -C1 Pond - 
8:00am Registration - 8:30am-10:30am-Fishing Derby - 10:30am-Donuts, refreshments and prizes will be distributed at C1 Pool. Many resi-
dents participated in the neighborhood yard sale and another one will be planned for the fall. 
Landscape Report:  The irrigation water meters are under investigation from the City of Charlotte ï it could take up to 45 days to hear back 
from them. Voted to allow Superior to pick/plant the flowers ASAP at the main and mini entrances. A few lights needing replacing at the 
mini entrances. Discussed the need to address quickly or hire the work out to be done. 5 oak trees are in need of trimming due to disease - the 
cost is estimated at $150 per tree ï this will be discussed more at a later meeting. 
New Business: The board gave the go ahead for Dan Markham to buy fish to restock the pond. Thanks Dan.
