The meeting was called to order at 7:06 PM and the previous Minutes were adopted.

Treasurer’s report — The September Financial Statement was reviewed with updates provided by
Hawthorne Mgt. The interest bearing CD that became due for rollover was instead cashed out and the
proceeds placed into the interest bearing checking account for future use. It was decided last month
that the very low interest rates and the upcoming major Pool repairs that this CD would be cashed out
and the proceeds kept in reserve.

Old Business — Replacement of the Split Rail Fences at the three Mcllwayne entrances has been
completed.

Architectural Committee — ARC Committee Volunteers are needed! Sixteen violation letters have
been sent to homeowners to correct violations ranging from planting beds overgrown with weeds, toys
and garden equipment stored improperly, mold removal and painting needs, and other violations. It is
important to have compliance, especially during this time of slow property sales, for all current
homeowners to “spruce up” their yards and dwellings so we maintain a high standard of property
value for potential homebuyers. ARC Guidelines are being reviewed for improvement and will be
instituted for 2012.

Pool Committee — The bids for Pool repairs were reviewed and a final choice of company selected. Liz
Callis, President and Pool Committee Chairperson will implement the approval given by the Board and
repairs will be started within the coming weeks. The chosen supplier, Swim Club Management Co. has
been asked to create a lifecycle proposal for each of the pool elements that will project out the useful
life in years for certain defined materials such as the pool liner, drains, tiling, pool covers, anchors and
pump system. This will allow reserves to be funded for repair/replacement of those critical elements.

Landscape Committee — Additional estimates have been requested for resurfacing of the parking lot via
Hawthorne Mgmt. suppliers. Each supplier will be required to evaluate the surface conditions and
make a detailed bid for consideration. Volunteers are needed to develop our future landscape plans.

Social Committee — The C2 HALLOWEEN PARTY will take place October 31%. and will feature Games,
Food, Hayrides, etc. See the Cedarfield 2 website for latest information. Volunteers are needed to
plan upcoming events. A sizeable Budget is available for food, entertainment and incidental expenses.

New Business — The revised 2012 Budget has been received and final review made on November 2m,
The final approved budget will be made available prior to December 1%. for homeowners to review.
There are no dues increases planned for 2012.
